
 With great excitement we introduce a 

new tract!  This tract is distinct from the 

others in our tract family.  It is titled - òDo 

You Know For Sure?ó  The tract is primari-

ly the product of the mind and heart of a 

man who has spent fifty years as a mis-

sionary to the Mormons.  It has been test 

marketed in areas where Mormonism 

holds sway.  I met this man as a teenager 

and he impressed me then. He impresses 

me still today.  His passion and compas-

sion for those people caught in the web of 

false teaching has kept him faithful to his 

calling.  You will be greatly helped in shar-

ing Christ to others by this tool.   

 

NEW  FORMAT 
 Our new tract has a different format.  

All but a couple of our tracts give the gos-

pel in paragraph form.  They begin with a 

story or illustration and this leads into a 

gospel presentation. òDo You Know For 

Sure?ó  takes the form of a small booklet.  

This tract is about 3x4 inches in size with 

twenty-three pages of gospel presenta-

tion.  Each page has fewer words but 

many of these are enlarged to draw the 

readerõs attention.   

 You also will see that all Bible verses 

are highlighted.  This makes clear which 

words are manõs and which are Godõs.  It 

also makes the tract effective when using 

it to walk through the gospel with a lost 

person.  You can easily point out the Bible 

references. Here is a sample page. 

TARGET  AUDIENCE 
 Almost from the first day I became the 

director of Bible Tracts Inc. I have been 

asked this question, òBrother Mark, do you 

guys have a tract geared for Mormons?ó  

Until today I have always had to say , òNo.ó   

Not any more! 

 Presenting the True Christ and the 

True Gospel to Mormons requires giving 

them some important facts in a wise way.  I 

believe our tract does this and here is why. 

¶ The word òMormonó is not used in  

the tract. 

¶ Jesusõ full deity and humanity are  

declared. 

¶ It shows that Jesus is the ONLY priest 

after Melchizedec. 

¶ The fact that Jesus paid the total sin 

debt is emphasized. 

 If you have ever shared the gospel with 

a Mormon you know how key these points 

are.  But, these are the essential points in 

any gospel presentation, not just for Mor-

mons.   
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ROMAN  CATHOLIC  EVANGELISM 
 òDo You Know For Sure?ó will also be effective in 

sharing Christ with Roman Catholics.  They too must 

know who Jesus is and that He is the only priest that 

can bring them to God.  By not identifying any target 

group in the tract it can be used to share Christ with 

ANY lost person. 

REPENT?  WHATõS  THAT? 
 We use two pages in our new tract to explain 

what Biblical repentance is.  To repent means to: 

¶ admit our sinful, lost, unworthy condition, 

¶ cry to God as the publican did (Lk. 18:13),  and 

¶ renounce any hope in your own works. 

 Then Romans 4:5 is used. òBut to him that wor-

keth not, but believeth on Him that justifieth the 

ungodly, his faith is counted for righteousness.ó  
After quoting this verse the tract makes two state-

ments: 

¶ òNotice in this verse it is God who justifies the  

ungodly not the godly.ó 

¶ òNotice it is only to them that do NOT work, but 
instead trust in Christõs work alone that are de-

clared right by God in His sight.ó 

SAVING  FAITH 
 Just as the tract takes two pages to explain re-

pentance, it takes two pages to explain saving faith.  

Saving faith is not mere agreement with Bible facts 

about you and Jesus.  Saving faith is not just saying 

some òmagic wordsó about believing in Jesus and 

then doing whatever you want. Genuine saving faith 

brings new life to a person.  This new life is Godõs life.  

It will bring changes to those who receive Jesus. 

 òDo You Know For Sure?ó  ends with help on two 

important points for all new converts.  One,  there is a 

page dealing with the assurance of salvation.  Three 

Bible verses are used to help with this truth.  

 Second, two pages are given over to this - òSo, Whatõs Next?ó  

We want new believers to get into the Bible,  get into a good 

church,  know they should be baptized, and then urge them to tell 

someone about Jesus.  We share these spiritual growth steps as 

being distinct from receiving Christ as Savior.
